Installing PhotochemCAD











The PhotochemCAD package can be installed on your computer as follows:  





1) Download the following files: readme.doc, photochemcad.zip, help.zip, and dbase.zip.





2) Activate the WinZip program (if this is not on your computer, you may get it free for a 21-day evaluation through http://www.winzip.com/winzip/download.cgi.





3) Using WinZip, open each zipped file and extract the file by clicking the Extract button. 





4) During the unzipping process, you will be asked which folders to put various files into.  In order to make PhotochemCAD work properly, you will need to use two folders as described below.





* Create a folder (or directory) named PhotochemCAD Program on a selected drive.  Place the files extracted from photochemcad.zip and help.zip in this folder.  These are Photochemcad.exe, photochemcad.hlp, and photochemcad.cnt.





* Create a folder (or directory) named Master Database within the PhotochemCAD Program folder.  Place the files related to the database in this folder.   These are Master_db.db, *.str.bmp, *.abs.txt, and *.ems.txt.


 


The organization of folders and files is summarized below:

5) After organizing the folders and files, you can place a shortcut to the PhotochemCAD program on the Windows desktop, which makes PhotochemCAD instantly available.  To run PhotochemCAD, click on the shortcut icon.





6)  After starting PhotochemCAD, go to the Help menu and click on Help Topics command to find the section ¦Getting Started.¦  This contains detailed step-by-step instructions on how to open the database as well as to utilize other features of the PhotochemCAD program.











To place a shortcut to PhotochemCAD on the desktop:


1) In Windows Explorer, locate PhotochemCAD.exe.


2) Use the right mouse button to drag the item to the desktop.  Then release the mouse button.


3) Click ¦Create Shortcut(s) Here.¦











Requirements


System.  PhotochemCAD runs Windows95.


Hardware.  A 66 MHz processor with 16 megabytes of RAM or higher is strongly recommended.
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
